Your tasks are to measure your height, arm span and to measure your lung capacity of your partner.

Materials: Beaker, chart paper, measuring tape (cloth), 

0. While you are waiting your turn with the lung capacity:


- make a chart to record these things about your partner: height, arm span 


length, lung capacity. 


-make a chart on the graph paper to graph the lung capacity and the height. 


-measure your height and arm span- tip of middle finger to tip of middle finger. 


-Record the information on your chart  add your information and those of your classmates.

When it is your turn to measure lung capacity: 

 1.  Fill a tray or bucket with water. It should have enough water to cover the beaker so the beaker can be filled completely with water. 

2. Put a beaker under the water. Put the beaker upside down. Do not allow any air to get within the beaker. 

3. Take the straw and put it so that the end is underneath the beaker.

4. Breathe completely out, then take a full breath, and slowly blow into the straw until you have emptied your lungs. 

5. Carefully note the volume of the air bubble inside the beaker, and record the volume of air in the bubble. 

7. Add this volume to your chart with your the volume and height and arm span.

8. Add your data to the table. Then with the rest of the class chart the volumes on a graph. –Write a statement about the graph- Any pattern?
